Except for 
a small fender-bender in New York (in which no one was hurt), God has protected our family through those many miles.  
Please continue to pray for us as we finish up this year with meetings in Virginia and West Virginia.  
 
Our oldest son, Matthew, celebrated his birthday on the first of November.  It is hard to believe that he is already four.  
We would like to thank each church that sent him a birthday card.  He was excited with each card that came in the mail 
just for him.  Thank you for making his day special.  We would appreciate prayers for his salvation.  Please pray that his 
heart will be tender to the gospel and that we will see not only Matthew, but also Sammy come to know the Lord at an 
early age. 
 
It is our prayer that you have a blessed Thanksgiving and Christmas.  With all the busyness that we experience during 
this time of year, may we remember the benefits that God loads upon us daily and rejoice in the salvation that He brings 
to all who call upon His name.  We pray that you will be able to share that salvation with others.
