Please PRAY that God will open the students’
eyes to the liberating truths of God’s Word.

We have just about completed the proofreading of a tract I translated into Pohnpeian
language while on furlough. Once we go over the last page, then I will send it to the
publisher in the states. Our Bible Institute students did the project together. Please pray
for the next project, namely the Bible. We have two Bibles in our language. One is
translated from the Good News for Modern Men and the other is from an old German
version. Although both of them have deleted verses, words, and even whole passages,
many uninformed people own them and are using them because they cannot read English.

Please pray with us for a number of our young men and women in the US Military.
Most of them are either in Irag or Afganistan. Four of the young men are our preacher
boys, who joined the military because of the lack of a job to support their families. Now
they have to fight for their salary, as well as their lives. Please pray that God will
protect, use, bless, and bring them back home safely to their families. We pray the same
for all the soldiers of the Allied forces.

Ohe March Revival services at one of our churches involved all the CIndependent Paptist
churches on the island. The pulpit was kept hot by four missionaries and three pastors.
The singing was never better and the fellowship was just heavenly, to say the least.
Heaven truly came down the last night of the service as the altar was filled with God’s
people doing business with Him.
